Activities of the STSM have been carried out regularly and according the applications plans. Together with an international team of colleagues the activities aimed at defining a project on climate citizenship conceptual framework, benefitting both CliMent Action and WG4 advancement.
With regard to the precise description of the work, the activities took place as follows:

29 Sept, first day, a first joint planning session was carried out with together with both the WG4 leader, dr. Nagabhatla (Ghent University and UNU-CRIS) and co-leader dr. Okamoto (Maastricht University and UNU-MERIT). This working session was devoted to settling the STSM project main output and starting to structure contributions for involving actively the international team. In this first working session we had already the opportunity to enable knowledge exchange with a colleague of Maastricht university that shared a digital platform named “Fusion” that revealed being a good exchange environment to keep connected topic-oriented interested scholars and actors. This platform could be an eventual support to develop a long-lasting collaboration able to share the co-construction of knowledge on climate citizenship framework, including project application seeking, potential of sharing work scouting approach among an international team of colleagues. The working session ended with a more precise schedule for the following day, including a first map of specific expertise of the international team involved in-person and online.

30 Sept, second day. Took place two key activities: a) A focus session on climate citizenship knowledge exchange. This focus worked as a conceptual exchange and round table on climate citizenship’s dimensions and conceptual perimeter to be elaborated and developed along the following activities that the STSM grounded and prepared. The focus was participated by scholars and an international team by UNU, University of applied sciences of Bielefeld, Maastricht, University of Groeningen, Catholic university of Lille, one expert in climate psychology education (https://klimaatpsychologie.nl/index.php) from the Netherlands (online), Mohhammed Asad from Norway and Marina Karasani from Greece, one expert (online) and a PhD Candidate from UNU-CRIS. They are all WG4 members. This is a first core international team interested in advancing and extending the collaboration; b) A capacity building session with the same international researchers for specifically work on the project: start proposing and sharing: a publication path that will run within WG4 and CliMent project at large; a policy-oriented document connected with the publication; specific climate citizenship collaboration options, that can be handled both in the next CliMent MC meeting and be implemented in one further granting period of this project, conveying activities (such as workshop or festival) with other WGs (in particular WG3). In addition, was conducted an active observation in a Policy Photography session by Serdar Turkeli (UNU-Merit and Univ Maastricht) within the Bachelor 3rd year from Maastricht University.

1st Oct, third day. A joint planning session was carried out to set the next steps and action to keep the collaboration active and productive, in order to advance on both climate citizeship conceptual framework and its actionable sides, such as educational, socio-health, decision making rooms.

Main achievements.
All the planned goals within the STSM “Framing climate citizenship for Climent project” are achieved, with an additional adde value initially not planned in terms of goal. In particular, the achievements, directly linked to planned outcomes, stand as follows:
1.	Enabling knowledge exchange and elaborate in a research-action approach on climate citizenship framework as a novel approach. This goal was achieved especially within the focus session on climate citizenship knowledge exchange. The grantee, together with the international team, went thoroughly in the concept of climate citizenship, its theoretical roots and dimensions of analysis, fueling a discussion that fruitfully depicted some research-action themes.
2.	Advance on skill development on climate citizenship framework by co-costructing a path for the advancement of the CliMent Action WG4 and beyond objectives. The discussion and the analysis developed on some key steps in order co-construct a framework necessary and useful for both implementing WG4 activities, for the CliMent cross-fertilization direction and for a contribution to the scientific environment at a large. Particularly, the co-construction of knowledge envisaging the skill development was addressed to delve into: the need making citizenship as key concept for WG4/CliMent; the need to expand the conceptual perimeter of citizenship; framing climate citizenship drivers and initial inputs; start envisaging actors, constituencies and actions for climate citizenship.
As sketched above, this outcome achieved a not-planned value, building on an additional in-person exchange session with a group of international scholars and students in UNU Merit on sharing insight from a capacity building practice that speaks well with the climate citizenship framework elaborated.
3.	Organising/drafting a WG4 joint publication on climate citizenship. This goal has been excellently achieved, meaning that the climate citizenship conceptual proposition is collecting stark interest. Therefore, the grantee will formulate an outline that will include a couple of options for a joint scientific publication to the international team. One option will be a scientific co-authored article that will be addressed to a range of top-tier international scientific journal. The second option might be a monographic article, longer and with specific sections that all interested colleagues can fill according to their expertise.
4.	Setting long-lasting collaboration for CliMent-oriented activities, e.g. climate citizenship policy-oriented brief, summer school or festival. This goal is achieved in two ways: a) sketching a collaboration that will be developed alongside WG4 (and eventually WG3) activities, sharing potential activities or sessions on climate citizenship in 2026 or 2027, in the III granting period; b) sharing opportunities and complementarities in the next CliMent MC meetings together with hybrid small workshops to discuss on specific project-related and beyond climate citizenship-oriented didactical applications, labs.

Planned follow-up activities.
As follow-up, the activities will span within the project and in the scientific community, triggering a focused, interactive discussion aimed at strengthening climate citizenship actions within the CliMent project and beyond. Follow-up plan is  directed to feed collective dialogue and planning to identify common and emerging themes exploitable in the medium-long term from the international team established. In particular, follow-up will consist in:
· A publication outline the grantee will share with the international team by 20 October, containing options for publication, including some proposals for tasks;
· Inputs for the next WG4 meetings and MC meetings as a draft roadmap for climate citizenship activities and tentative timeline;
· Bilateral meetings and deep dive online exchanges with the international team and/or single colleagues to discuss particular pieces of work or action-research directions.
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
