	Outcome of the conference participation 

	The conference presentation was delivered successfully, with an audience of approximately 20–25 participants. The presentation was also delivered within the context of the CLIMENT COST Action symposium, allowing not only for the dissemination of research findings but also for the communication of the purpose and current activities of the COST Action. The presentation was welcomed with great interest as it indicated the role of value frames in climate change communication indicating that careful communication is needed to avoid reactance effects.

Participation in the conference also led to a number of side discussions with attendees. These included suggestions for improving the communication structure of my research, as well as generating new ideas for advancing the project’s scope and impact.
Beyond the presentation itself, the conference offered additional benefits. Members of the COST Action had the opportunity to meet at Mykolas Romeris University, hosted by the Department of Psychology, and engage in brainstorming sessions about potential future collaborations, particularly with regard to joint proposal submissions in the coming months. Although no concrete project has yet been drafted, the networking opportunities have opened up promising pathways for collaborative project development within the team. Moreover, specific calls had been discussed in the meeting such as Horizon Europe and Erasmus+ A shared email chain has been established to proceed with relevant project ideas.
Beyond the CLIMENT consortium, always in the context of the conference I have had the opportunity to meet European researchers focusing on the topic of climate change and have broaden my professional network by connecting with researchers who focus on similar research themes.
